Research Highlights: Sport and Study
Can Go Hand in Hand

For many years Hong Kong'’s sports leaders have been
trying to convince parents and teachers that playing sport
does not prevent students from achieving good academic
grades. Now, there is yet more scientific evidence to
support this view.

A study of almost 3,000 secondary school students has
shown that sports participation does not adversely affect
students’ actual academic performance. NSAs can make
use of this information to reassure parents and teachers that
playing sport will not harm young people’s academic
achievements.
